Festival In the Hills Update  
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On Saturday, February 28, both Jazz I & II attended the Alta Loma Jazz 
Clinic.  This was a great opportunity for our students to spend some real quality 
time with several of the top jazz clinicians in southern California.  The morning be-
gan with Master Class sessions for each section of the band.  Rhythm and Bass gui-
tarists were tutored by Tom Hynes, staff clinician at Azusa Pacific University, Cit-
rus College and contributor to the Smithsonian Institute.  Drummer's attended their 
class led by Alan Waddington, former drummer for the '80's rock band "The Unfor-
given" and who recorded albums with Willie Nelson and Gwen Stefani.  The trum-
pet section was treated to the mentoring skills of Mr. Bob Slack who's credits in-
clude touring dates with Buddy Rich, Paul Anka, Celine Dion, Whitney Houston, 
Trisha Yearwood and the legendary Ella Fitzgerald.  The trombone players worked 
with Azusa Pacific University staffer David Beattie, a studio musician since the late 
'70's whose works include movie and television soundtracks for "The Mighty 
Ducks", "Newsies", "Hocus Pocus" and "The X Files".  The sax section met with 
"...one of the go to guys in southern California..." Dan Silva, a former student and 
now on staff at Citrus College and whose tour date credits include Whitney Hous-
ton and Tina Turner.  Both bands performed in the main auditorium and were cri-
tiqued by Bob Slack. 
Both Jazz I & II will have a chance to put their newly acquired skills to test on 
March 14 at the Esperanza Jazz Festival held at Esperanza High School in Ana-
heim.  The Esperanza festival has a reputation of attracting some of the top high 
school jazz bands in southern California, so if you like jazz, this is the place to go for 
a great day of music. 
Both bands will compete again on May 9 at Riverside Community College.  RCC 
has always been very kind to Ayala and proven to be one of our "Lucky 
Spots".  Both jazz bands received straight "Superior" ratings here last year and 
many of the marching bands most memorable performances have been on the RCC 
field. 
If you can't make either of these events, then watch for an upcoming e-
blast announcing the new date of the Ayala Jazz Concert.  This will be an evening of 
jazz performed by both ensembles and possibly a combo made up of students from 
the program.

SMG is offering a Volunteer Staffing Program to non-profit organizations to operate concession stands 
at the Long Beach Grand Prix which takes place along the streets of the city.  All products and essentials 
are provided by SMG.  BAC boosters will conduct all necessary operations including the inventory, cash 
count, food prep & sales as well as cleaning the stand & equipment. 
 
This opportunity is open to boosters, students at least 15 ½, extended family members & friends who 
would like to support you & alumni who want to help in general.  You can choose to work one, two or all 
three days.   Shift splitting is not allowed, therefore, you will need to commit to working the whole day. 
 
There will be a mandatory training session for which there will be no compensation.  If you are unable to 
attend training, participation is cancelled without penalty.  However, once you do complete the training, 
you will be considered committed to working the dates you selected.  There is a 2% deduction from the 
SMG donation if BAC fails to provide the number of trained workers as required to operate the stands. 
 
SMG Catering will donate 9% of sales after taxes from stands operated by BAC, paid 21 days after the 
event.  This amount will then be divided equally amongst those who worked, according to the number of 
days each has worked.

Student Reward Cards 
 
CVUSD has partnered with Student Reward Cards, Inc. to offer a rewards program to assist the parent 
& student groups on school campuses.  Students are given Visa debit cards to be pre-loaded by parents 
via online or phone transers.  The students then use it, rather than cash, to make purchases throughout 
the community.  This is also beneficial for students when traveling by using it to purchase food and 
sundries while on the road or even out of state.  Parents will be able to track the spending habits of 
their student and know the time of day the purchase was made.  A percentage of each purchase is then 
donated to BAC. 
 
A representative will be at the March 5th Booster Meeting to introduce the program & to answer any ques-
tions you many have.  Be sure to sign up after the meeting if youõd like your student to receive their 
card. 
 
Parents who would like their student to have the debit card can email their student's name to Heather.

Family members living out of the area can support you by ordering online.  Be sure to remind them to 
indicate Ayala Band as the organization and the student receiving the credit.  The account benefits are a 
little different, based on the number of items purchased.  The details are explained on the webpage. 
 
Otis Spunkmeyer, our favorite, cookie dough sells for $15 per box, putting $7 each into your band ac-
count.  Each box makes 48 cookies with NO trans fat.  Remember, we are not offering the peanut butter 
flavor this time.

Box no later than 2:30pm on Friday, March 13, 2009.  Sorry, no late orders will be accepted.

Combine, Potatoes, Kale & Onion butter mixture and stir gently; check sea-
soning for salt and pepper. 

Serve:  Make a mound of  the mixture on a warm plate.  On top of  the mound 
make a òcrateró and fill with reserved melted butter.
